Students​ ​have​ ​been​ ​introduced​ ​to​ ​print​ ​strategies​ ​to​ ​use​ ​when​ ​they​ ​see 
an​ ​unfamiliar​ ​word.​ ​These​ ​strategies​ ​include​ ​Eagle​ ​Eye​ ​(use​ ​the​ ​picture), 
Lips​ ​the​ ​Fish​ ​(get​ ​your​ ​mouth​ ​ready​ ​to​ ​say​ ​the​ ​first​ ​sound),​ ​Chunky​ ​Monkey 
(break​ ​apart​ ​the​ ​word​ ​to​ ​chunks​ ​you​ ​know),​ ​Careful​ ​Caterpillar​ ​(reading 
slowly)​ ​and​ ​Stretchy​ ​Snake​ ​(stretch​ ​out​ ​the​ ​sounds).
