If you must come into the building, park in the
circle (PLEASE DON'T DOUBLE PARK) on McMillan or behind Rite Aid. Never park in the STAFF LOT(RICHARD
STAFF STICKER REQUIRED) or handicap spot, as we have parents/teachers who need those spots in the parking
lot.

4. Consider parking down the street and crossing Ridge Rd. with the crossing guard. This works well for many of our stu-
dents and eliminates the Kercheval-McKinley “bottleneck.”

5. Never use Ridge Rd. as a drop off or pick up location. It's dangerous and your car would be parked on the wrong side
of the street.
