___​ ​a​ ​side​ ​on​ ​colonial​ ​roles​ ​(what​ ​was​ ​it​ ​like​ ​for​ ​people​ ​of​ ​different​ ​backgrounds​ ​in​ ​that​ ​region) 
 
____​ ​an​ ​advertisement​ ​side​ ​for​ ​something​ ​one​ ​might​ ​use​ ​or​ ​participate​ ​in​ ​for​ ​that​ ​region.
